REVISED WINE INDUSTRY TRAINING PACKAGE





The draft revised Wine Industry Training Package is now complete and is currently with the Wine Industry Associations, Food Industry Training Advisory Boards, and Unions for their sign-off and endorsement. Our sincere thanks to all contributors for your support and commitment. 





The Training Package has been extensively improved through the review process.  55 of the 132 Units of Competency have been revised or are newly developed and all Units of Competency have been reformatted to be more user-friendly. The qualification packaging requirements have also been revised which will make developing a training plan simpler. 





The revised Training Package is not available for use yet, but if you would like to have a look, it is available on the WINETAC website, � HYPERLINK "http://www.winetac.com.au" ��www.winetac.com.au�.  Click on the “Downloads” bar on the right side of the screen, then on “Revised Training Package”. 





With the submission of the Training Package, we are requesting funding for the redevelopment of support materials (VET Manual, Learner & Trainer Guides, Assessment Instruments) and for the provision of transition support for industry and RTOs.

CHANGE TO RTO REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS





If a training provider is registered to deliver the Certificate in Food Processing (Wine) qualifications, approved imported units may be delivered within those qualifications without any expansion to the scope of registration of the training provider. 





This is a change from the previous position, where a RTO had to be registered for delivery of every Training Package from which Units of Competency were sourced.
