Managing Diseases - Riverland

The CropWatch SA service provides Riverland grapegrowers with timely information on the potential risk of important diseases and pests like downy mildew, powdery mildew, black spot and light brown apple moth (LBAM).

Thirteen weather stations are located in the Riverland and experienced staff also conduct monitoring of vineyards at these sites. The data is assessed by the CRCV‚s AusVit software and risk reports and recommendations are faxed to growers. Recommendations include when to spray, when not to spray and control options.
